GUIDELINES FOR SPORTING APPLICATIONS
General eligibility requirement
Indigenous athletes eligible for support for travel and accommodation expenses under the Indigenous Sports Program (ISRP) administered by the Australian Sports Commission (ASC) are not eligible to receive further support for travel and accommodation under the ISRP Annual Funding Round. Athletes receiving support under the ASC’s Indigenous Sport Program may be eligible for assistance from the ISRP for costs other than travel and accommodation—for example, registration fees and uniforms.
Individual athlete applications

Eligibility criteria

Individual athletes must meet each of the following criteria to be eligible to apply for a grant.

· Be of Aboriginal or Torres Strait Islander descent

· Be competing at Local, District, Regional, State or National events in their chosen sport.

· Be permanent resident of the Sydney Indigenous Coordination Centre (ICC) area (which includes Wollongong).

· Be competing in sports recognised by the Australian Sports Commission, NSW Government, registered school selections/events or events of a cultural significance.  
Age limits:
There are no age limits other than recommended limits set down by the Australian Sports Commission for competitive sport?
Funding available to individuals
Individual’s athletes can only apply for funding up to $1000.00 per funding year.
Funding will be considered for individuals for the following:

· Levies, entry and registration fees, competition fees.

· Local level.
· Regional level.
· State level.
· National level

· Interstate competitions

· Clothing and equipment

Ineligible applications:

· Competing at international competitions.

· Travel .

· Accommodation

· Eligible for assistance from Australian Sports Commission

· Retrospective funding (after the event)

Indigenous team applications 

Eligibility criteria 
Indigenous teams must meet each of the following criteria to be eligible to apply for a grant.

· Be an Indigenous team made up of 100% indigenous members.

· Be competing in a sports recognised by the Australian Sports Commission, NSW Government, registered school selection.  
· Be competing at Local, Regional, State level or national level.

· Team members must be residing in the Sydney ICC area (which includes Wollongong).
Funding levels
Individual teams can only apply for funding between $1000.00 - $2000.00 per funding year.
Ineligible applications

· Teams participating at International competitions
· Interstate competitions
· Travel 

· Accommodation
· Capital equipment

· Retrospective funding.
Acquittals: If there is an outstanding acquittal in relation to a previous grant then no further submission for funding will be considered. 
Applicants be advised that there is an income test applied by the directors of SSACRC

Complaints
